English: We are Readers and Authors
This half term, we will begin with a poetry focus, looking at ‘If’
by Rudyard Kipling. We will also use some of the wonderful
‘Little People, Big Dreams’ series to inspire us to create a
biography as part of our non-fiction unit.
Weekly spellings: Spelling lists will be issued on a Monday and
tested bi weekly on a Friday. Please encourage your child to
practise their spellings each evening and to learn the words
from the statutory word lists. Please also use the new Morphs
spelling game (login details have been sent home with your
child).
Reading: Our class texts will include a range of Greek myths.
How can you help at home? Listen to your child read at least
three times a week; share a book or an audiobook with your
child and talk about actions, characters and reasons for their
behaviour. Read other texts based on real life events and
make links and comparisons. Encourage your child to write for
purpose — this could be a recipe, a diary or match report.

Enquiry: Historian and Philosopher
How can we all live together?

In this enquiry, we will be looking at the influence
of the Ancient Greeks on our lives today.

The children will learn about
the rights of different groups in society and how
these have changed over time.
